CONSTITUTION

OF THE EDUCATION MINNESOTA METRO COUNCIL

ARTICLE I  NAME

1.0
The name of this non-profit organization shall be the Education Minnesota Metro Council, hereafter referred to as EMMC.  If any provisions of this constitution and bylaws conflict or violate the constitution and bylaws of Education Minnesota, NEA, or AFT, the provisions of the state and national organization shall supersede those contained herein.

ARTICLE II:  PURPOSE

2.0
The purpose of the EMMC shall be to provide an intermediate organization for affiliates of Education Minnesota. The objectives are to:

2.1
To provide information and training opportunities for participating locals, particularly in the area of member rights, negotiations, political organizing, and professional development.

2.2 To utilize dues to assist locals to becoming full-capacity locals.

2.3 To provide a forum for local presidents to share information, ideas, and strategies.

2.4 To assist locals in meeting the objectives of Education Minnesota.

2.5 To provide opportunities for locals to share how programs are conducted in their locals.

ARTICLE III:  MEMBERSHIP AND DUES

3.0
Education Minnesota locals that are in the seven county metro area are legible for membership.  Locals interested in membership outside of the seven county metro area may petition for membership.

3.1
Annual dues shall be determined by a simple majority of the General Membership.

ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS AND EXECUTIVE BOARD

4.0
The officers of the EMMC shall be a President, a Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer. The officers shall constitute the Executive Board and shall be the executive authority of the EMMC.

ARTICLE V: GENERAL MEMBERSHIP

5.0
The General Membership shall consist of all dues paying locals of the EMMC, with each local having a single representative for voting purpose.

ARTICLE VI: AMENDMENTS

6.0
This Constitution may be amended at any meeting of the General Membership by a two-thirds vote of those present, provided that the proposed amendments have been submitted in writing to all member locals at least two weeks prior to the meeting.

BYLAWS

OF THE EDUCATION MINNESOTA METRO COUNCIL

ARTICLE I: ELECTIONS

1.0 Elections of officers

1.1 Officers shall be nominated from the floor and elected at an Annual meeting of the EMMC in June.

1.2 The terms of office for each of the officers shall be two years. There is no limit on the number of terms an officer may serve.

1.3 A vacancy in any office shall be filled by the Executive Board and the appointed officer shall serve until a regularly scheduled election occurs.

ARTICLE II: POWERS AND DUTIES

2.0 Officers

2.1 The President:

2.1.1. Is the chief executive officer and shall preside at all meetings of the EMMC.

2.1.2. May appoint committees and chairpersons as deemed appropriate.

2.1.3. May appoint individuals to specific activities.

2.2 The Vice-President:
2.2.1. Shall perform the duties and have the powers of the President in the absence or inability of the President to act.

2.2.2. Shall perform official EMMC duties as directed by the President.

2.3 The Secretary:

2.3.1. Shall be responsibilities for creating agendas, taking minutes of authorized meetings, sending notices of meetings and sending communications of the EMMC.

2.4 The Treasurer:

2.4.1. Shall keep the financial records of the EMMC and report their contents to local affiliates.

2.4.2 Shall secure the President’s signature on all vouchers, prior to payment.

2.4.3.
Shall be responsible for an annual audit and state and/or national financial reporting.

2.4.4. Shall maintain a current list of paid EMMC locals.

ARTICLE III: GENERAL MEMBERSHIP

3.0 The General Membership:

3.1 Shall consists of all dues paying locals.

3.2 Shall assume full responsibilities for the EMMC, except those delegated to the officers.

3.3 Shall nominate and elect officers at the Annual June Meeting.

3.4 Shall approve the annual budget at the Annual June Meeting.

ARTICLE IV: MEETINGS

4.0 Meetings
4.1 The officers shall establish meetings of the Executive Board.

4.2 The General Membership shall meet at an annual meeting in June, and whenever a meeting to called by the Executive Committee. 

ARTICLE V: COMMITTEES

5.0 Special Committees

5.1 The EMMC may establish special committees as needed.

5.2 Committee chairpersons shall report on their activities at meetings of the EMMC.

ARTICLE VI: AMENDMENTS

6.0
These Bylaws may be amended by a majority vote at any regular meeting of the General Membership, provided that the membership has received copies of the proposed changes in writing at least two weeks in advance of the meeting.

ARTICLEVII: RULES OF PROCEDURE

7.0
Robert’s Rule of Order, Revised, shall be the authority on all questions of procedure not specially descried in the constitution and bylaws.
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
